Preparing Your Children For Worship

The Week Before

1. During the week, review your child’s Sunday school notes from the week before.

2. Recite together the memory verse he is working on.

3. Practice singing together the hymns in last Sundays Worship time. Discuss the meanings of the words in the songs and talk about their theology.

4. Review the Notes your child took the Sunday before during worship. Tell her how you see God and yourself differently as a result of listening to God’s word taught.

5. Pray for 2 or 3 people from the church. Try to always include someone they know well (one of their little friends) and also someone they might not (one of the older people in the church)

6. If you know it is communion Sunday, discuss the meaning of communion.
7. Periodically discuss topics such as The Apostles creed, The Nicene Creed and The Ten Commandments and the Lords prayer

The Day Before corporate Worship

1. Pray for Sunday’s services and the people that will be leading them.

2. Pray that in each part of the service God will be exalted. 

3. Pray that your children will have ears to hear and understand.

4. Gather the materials your child will need for Sunday such as Bible memory book, Sunday school materials, Bible, worship notebook and pens or pencils.

5. Review with her what the schedule of events will be for the following day.

6. Read the text which will be preached and talk about it together.

On The Day Of Worship

1. Allow enough time to get where you are going.

2. Bring the materials you gathered the night before.

3. Take or send your child to the bathroom before entering Sunday School or the worship service.

4. Encourage your child to greet others in the church.

5. Point out announcements that are pertinent to him and your family.

6. Preview the order of service.

7. During the service encourage your child to participate through song, prayer and recitation.

8. During the sermon help her to take notes either by picture or word.

9. Encourage him to open his Bible and follow along.
